After the system is sealed, an 8” vacuum
hose is attached. This will be the collection
point for all the dirt in the HVAC system. A
protective blocker is placed above the A/C
coil to prevent dirt and debris from falling
into the coil box.

Step 12. WRAPPING UP!

Galvanized access panels are installed
over the openings. Smaller holes are
sealed up with plastic cup plugs. We
then sweep the floors and remove any
debris and then place a sticker on the
furnace showing the date of service and
next recommended cleaning.
